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    “And you, being 
dead in your sins and 

the uncircumcision of 

your flesh, hath he 

quickened together 

with him, having for-

given you all tres-

passes; [14] Blotting 

out the handwriting 

of ordinances that 

was against us, 

which was contrary 

to us, and took it out 

of the way, nailing it 

to his cross; [15] And 

having spoiled princi-

palities and powers, 

he made a shew of 

them openly, tri-

umphing over them 

in it.” (Col. 2:13-15) 

 

When Jesus Christ was 

nailed to the Cross of 

Calvary over two thou-

sand years ago, all our 

sins and their byproducts 

(i.e. everything under “the 
curse of the law” - e.g. see 

Deuteronomy 28:15-67) 

were crucified together 

with Him. Like the scape-

goat in Leviticus 16:21-22, 

Jesus took our sins far 

away from us! Colossians 

2:14 says that Jesus blot-

ted out the handwriting of 

ordinances that was 

against us and took it out 

of the way, nailing it to 

His cross. Allelujah! Jesus 

has redeemed us from the 

curse of sin and death 

forever (Galatians 3:13). 

Therefore, whenever 

anything named under 

the curse of the law 

(sickness/disease, pov-

erty, spiritual/untimely 

physical death) comes 

our way we should re-

member that it has al-

ready been nailed to the 

Cross of Calvary and so 

boldly resist it in the 

name of Jesus Christ. 

The Bible teaches us as 

the redeemed of the Lord 

to SAY so! (Psalm 107:2).  

In other words, we ought 

to be declaring words of 

faith which we believe in 

our hearts out of our 

mouths regarding all the 

things that Jesus Christ 

has redeemed us from!  

This is the main key to 

walking regularly in our 

redemptive benefits (2 

Corinthians 4:13; Ro-

mans 10:10).

He has already put to-

gether in the spirit all that you 

need to do what you can’t do, 
and all He is waiting for is for 

you to continue to sow the word, 

until the Breath of Life (the Holy 

Spirit) comes to turn your life 

around victoriously. 

If Ezekiel had stopped at verse 8, the 

whole structure would not have had 

any life to live. Most, if not all 

Christians, stop at verse 8 and 

don't receive physically. 

One thing is that words of failure, 

lack of confidence, defeat, etc. often 

proceed from our mouths, so we nur-

ture unknowingly, and encourage 

the bad seeds till they grow to be-

come what rule our lives. 

As you continue to sow the seed of 

the word of God, you are actually 

watering it, giving it more strength 

each time it is spoken. Remember in 

verses 9&10 the instruction was that 

Ezekiel should prophesy to the 

breath to come from the four winds 

and breathe into these slain. Breath, 

here, represents the Holy Spirit com-

ing to supply abundant life to the 

slain so that they may live and func-

tion as they ought to.
