follows, therefore, that as

suit of the knowledge of
Jesus Christ should be
even much greater. No

matter how busy we are
we must give priority to
sitting at Jesus’ feet to
hear His Word (see Luke
10:38-42). According to
Jesus, this is the ONE
THING THAT IS NEED-
FUL (verse 42) because
ultimately, apart from
Jesus helping us, we can
not succeed in anything
we have to do in this life
(see John 15:5; Philippi-
ans 4:13). Jesus Christ is
the source of EXCEL-
LENCE in: Wisdom and
Knowledge (Colossians
2:3); Victorious living (1
Corinthians 15:57); Safe-
ty (Proverbs 18:10);
Peace (John 14:27;
16:33); Every kind of
Blessings i.e. Divine
privileges and resources
(Ephesians 1:3) So re-
solve to grow daily in the
knowledge of Jesus
Christ by studying the
Bible diligently!

Know THE TRUTH, Live in FREEDOM from

the Devil’s Lies!

“Then said Jesus to
those Jews which be-
lieved on him, If ye con-
tinue in my word, then

Proverbs chapter 18
verse 21 encourages you to
eat the fruit of life when you
keep confessing the word of
God without ceasing, through-
out your life.

Persevere with the word, be
patient in your sowing the
word of God into your life,
therein lies your victorious
destiny (see Revelation 12:11;
