A Word In Season

“Now faith is the
substance of things
hoped for, the evi-
dence of things not
seen. [2] For by it the
elders obtained a good
report. [3] Through
faith we understand
that the worlds were
framed by the word of
God, so that things
which are seen were
not made of things
which do appear.”
(Hebrews 11:1-3)

The God Of Miracles & The
Hearing Of Faith

“He therefore that
ministereth to you the
Spirit, and worketh
miracles among you,
doeth he it by the works
of the law, or by the
hearing of faith? [6]
Even as Abraham be-
lieved God, and it was
accounted to him for
righteousness.”
(Galatians 3:5-6)

There is a strong connec-
tion between FAITH to-
wards God and MIRA-
CLE WORKING POW-
ER flowing from God to
us. We can understand
this truth by looking
closely at the account of
the woman with the is-
sue of blood in the bible
(see Mark 5:25-34). In
verses 27-28 the woman
acted on her personal
faith that Jesus could
heal her by pressing

through the crowd to
touch His garment. Then
verse 30 says that Jesus
knew that virtue (literally
miracle power) went out of
Him because someone
touched his cloth with
faith! Apparently, it was
the virtue which went out
of Jesus that healed the

“Jesus said unto him, If thou
canst believe, all things are possible
to him that believeth.” (Mark 9:23)

woman of her plague
(verse 29) yet Jesus did
not attribute the woman’s
healing to it. Rather, He
acknowledged the wom-
an’s faith as the reason for
her healing and wholeness

(verse 34). In other
words, Jesus is helping
us to understand that
without the woman’s
faith His Anointing
could not have worked a
miracle for her! Similar-
ly, the paralysed man
that was brought to Je-
sus (see Luke 5:17-26)
got his miracle because
JESUS SAW THEIR
FAITH (Verse 20). No-
tice that before the para-
lysed man was brought,
the Power of God had
been present to heal the
multitude that were
there (verse 17) yet not a
single one of them got
any healing! Why? Be-
cause they had no faith!
Therefore it is Faith in
Jesus Christ that con-
nects us to the Miracle
Working Power of God!
And such faith comes by
hearing the Word of God
(Romans 10:17).

Have Faith In God’s Faithfulness & Receive Your

Miracle!

“Through faith also
Sara herself received
strength to conceive
seed, and was delivered
of a child when she was
past age, because she
judged him faithful
who had prom-
ised.” (Hebrews 11:11)

According to the above
scripture, the reason
why Sarah experienced
the miracle of giving
birth to Isaac when she
had naturally become too
old to have a child, was:
“because she judged him
faithful who had prom-
ised.” She personally

chose to trust in God’s
faithfulness to keep His
word no matter the odds.
You can make a choice to
do similarly, no matter
how impossible your cir-
cumstances look. God
never fails to keep His
word if you hold fast to it
in faith! (Hebrews 10:23)

Proverbs 4:20-21 says: “my son, pay
attention to what I say; listen closely
to my words. Do not let them out of
your sight, keep them within your
heart; for they are life to those who
find them and health to a man’s
whole body.”

Also, John 8:31-32 says; “To the Jews
who had believed him, Jesus said, If
you hold to my teaching, you are real-
ly my disciples. Then you will know
the truth, and the truth will set you
free.” What is the truth? Take a look at
John 17:17, it says there: “Sanctify them
by the truth,; Your Word is Truth.”

Satan knows that we will be able to exer-
cise authority over him and enjoy the
benefits of the Kingdom through the
word of God. So bear it in mind that Sa-
tan has no power to stop the word from

coming to pass.

His aim is always to prevent us from
continuing to hear the word because he
knows what the scriptures say in Romans
10;17,KJV “..so then faith cometh by
hearing and hearing by the word of God”
and the importance of faith, “..And
without faith it is impossible to please
God” (Hebrews 11:6).

The application is that you and I must be
careful and not allow work or business
ventures or activities in the home, etc. to
hinder our private study of the Bible and
our church attendance. When we do not
continue to hear the word, guess what?
Faith cometh not! That is, our faith
will not grow. And if our faith is not
growing, we may not have enough in
store in our spirit to withstand the trials
and problems of life, including persecu-
tion. (Luke 18:7,8)

This is usually the reason why many
Christians, suffering from one affliction
or the other, end up running helter-
skelter, in a worried state of mind, look-
ing for a solution from man rather than
from God’s word.
