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    “Then I proclaimed 
a fast there, at the riv-

er of Ahava, that we 

might afflict ourselves 

before our God, to seek 

of him a right way for 

us, and for our little 

ones, and for all our 

substance. [22] For I 

was ashamed to re-

quire of the king a 

band of soldiers and 

horsemen to help us 

against the enemy in 

the way: because we 

had spoken unto the 

king, saying, The 

hand of our God is 

upon all them for good 

that seek him; but his 

power and his wrath 

is against all them 

that forsake him. [23] 

So we fasted and be-

sought our God for 

this: and he was in-

treated of us.” (Ezra 

8:21-23)  

As the year 2020 gradual-

ly draws to an end, it is 

time, as we annually do, 

to begin to make adequate 

preparations to seek God 

for His guidance regard-

ing the New Year 2021. 

Ezra, in Ezra 8:21, said 

that he proclaimed a fast 

to seek God for a right 

way for their journey. And 

in verse 23, he reveals 

that they fasted and 

prayed, and God granted 

their request, giving them 

a safe journey! 

A right passageway is a 

straight one that God 

Himself orders for us 

(Isaiah 45:2; Psalm 

37:23; Jeremiah 29:11). 

It is The Way that guar-

antees Divine Safety, 

Peace, Prosperity, and 

Victory for those that go 

thereby (Genesis 28:15; 

Psalm 91:1-16). 

Just as Ezra did, and 

just as we annually do in 

this church, the key to 

preparing a right  pas-

sageway into the destiny 

God has for us, is to seek 

Him with fasting and 

prayer before we embark 

on the journey! There-

fore, let us begin to pre-

pare ourselves to seek 

God for His Chosen Pas-

sageway for us, during 

our Annual December 

Prayer & Fasting next 

month. God bless us all 

in Jesus name! Amen!

 Now, let's turn to John 4:23-24, 

"But the hour cometh, and now is, 

when the true worshippers shall 

worship the Father in spirit and in 

truth: for the Fa-

ther seeketh such to 

worship him.  God 

is a Spirit: and they 

that worship him 

must worship him 

in spirit and in 

truth." You can see 

a key there, those who worship 

God must do so in Spirit and in 

Truth. We thank God that as born 

again Christians we are one with 

God in spirit, having the same 

Righteousness with Him, and  can 

worship Him in Spirit. Now the 

TRUTH aspect is what we must 

understand.  

When you know the Person of Je-

sus (THE TRUTH) you will be able 

to come to God the Fa-

ther through Him, and 

ask help of Him, and be 

at peace. You will be, 

what I call, "doing the 

Jehoshaphat". Jehosha-

phat was a smart guy, 

because he knew the 

God he served, and turned to Him 

for help in his time of need.
